This is a paper version of the TSA test taken either at a
Cambridge college or at an overseas interview.

Access arrangements are any special arrangements required
by a candidate for taking the test, for example 25% extra time
for dyslexia.

"Special Considerations" are used to indicate to institutions
that a candidate suffered temporary illness, injury or disposition
at the time of the assessment.
